
Golden Eagle Poker Run Rules 
 

1. The most important rule is safety.  All boats must abide by Oklahoma 

Boating Laws. 

2. Must be 21 years old to enter. 

3. Entrants must present valid ID to pick up their packet. The person whose 

name is on the entry form must pick up the packet. 

4. More than one Entry per craft is permitted and more than one Entry per 

person is permitted. 

5. Pre-Entry packets may be picked up Friday, June 10, from 9 a.m. to 8 

p.m. at the Lake Eufaula Association Office at 701 S. Main St. Eufaula. 

6. Registration on the day of the event will be at Island Xtreme Bar& Grill at 

Xtreme Cove Marina, 400 Lakeshore Dr. Eufaula from 8:30 a.m. to 12 Noon.  

You may come by car or boat to pick up your packet the morning of the 

event.   

7. Entrants must pick up cards at the designated stops, Belle Starr Marina, 

Sammy’s Surf Shop, Evergreen Marina, No. 9 Marina, Fountainhead Marina, 

and Xtreme Cove Marina. 

8. DO NOT OPEN YOUR CARDS! Any broken seal is automatically declared 

an ineligible player and forfeits all rights to participate in the run. Keep 

your cards in the plastic storage bag provided with your entry packet. 

9. Entrants must be in line by 4 p.m. at Island Xtreme Bar and Grill for final 

check-in to reveal your poker hand.  Final ending time will be at the 

discretion of LEA officials. 

10. Entry substitutions will be considered if proper arrangements are made 

before the run starts. 

11. Rules pertaining to CASH PAYOUTS will be in accordance with Five Card 

Stud hands.  Cash payouts will be determined by number of total entries. 

12. Winners will receive payouts at the conclusion of the final check-in.  You 

must be present to win and receive payout. All winners of $600 or more will 

receive an IRS Form 1099. 

13. The Golden Eagle Run will be held regardless of the weather.  Special 

instructions will be given in case of inclement weather.  No refunds will be 

given for Acts of God.  The show will go on. 

14. No Lake Eufaula Association, Inc. staff, board member or officer is 

eligible to enter.
